b. Do all hyperlinks direct you to the place it says?

c. Do all images have alt text?

d. Do all the alt texts say the correct description?
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e. Is the structure and colour scheme of the website constant?

f. Is all spelling and grammar correct?

g. Does the page look the same in IE, Forefox, Opera, Safari and Netscape?

h. Does the site look the same on MAC, PC and Linux?
